17. The applicant shall provide amended HOA documents for Cityreview. These documents

shall be recorded with the final plat. 

18. The following conditions be met prior to issuance of building permits: 

a. The applicant must record the approving resolutions and associateddocuments at

Hennepin County and provide proof of recording to the City. 

b. The applicant shall provide the approved preliminary and finalplan drawings to the City in
an electronic (AutoCAD) format. 

19. The applicant must file the final plat at Hennepin County within2 years of the date of
approval or the approval shall expire. 

20. Prior to release of escrow lot monuments shall be installed asrequired by the Subdivision
Ordinance. 

21. Any request to inspect the required landscaping in order to reducefinancial guarantees
must be accompanied by recertification/verification of field inspectionby the project
landscape architect. A letter signed by the project landscape architectverifying plantings

have been correctly installed and are in compliance with the approvedplans and
specifications will suffice.
